PROJECTS AND WORKS REPORTS
16/17
To receive the March 2017 report
The Chairman introduced this agenda item by outlining the current key priorities for maintenance/improvement work, which were:

· Aqua Centre: Floor and related water leak, roof condensation and replacement fire doors.

· George Reynolds Centre (GRC): Kitchen extractor and drains.
· Town Hall: Those windows and doors in urgent need of remedial work.

· Henhayes: Improved drainage and completion of the playground extension.

Councillors then reviewed the latest Project and Works report, from which the following points were noted:

Henhayes: Cllr. Miss Pritchard pointed out that Councillors had previously discussed the possibility of introducing a teen shelter into Henhayes, and she requested that this be added to the report.  After discussion, it was agreed that the priority was to complete the playground extension project, after which it would be sensible to canvas opinions from young people on the merits of a teen shelter.
Happy Valley: It was noted that the problem of badgers undermining the paths at Happy Valley was getting worse.

Bincombe Fayre: The Deputy Clerk reported that a road closure had been secured for the Bincombe Fayre from South Somerset District Council (SSDC).  However, it was noted that, in future, road closures were to be managed by Somerset County Council, which would have cost implications.
Town Hall: It was noted that the majority of the stone pinnacles which had been removed from the top of the building, were not repairable but were of historic value and were therefore to be transferred to the Crewkerne & District Museum.

REPAIRS TO VICTORIA HALL KITCHEN WINDOW FRAME

· Parking next to the GRC: The Chairman reported that, for parents dropping off children for the crèche at the GRC, a “blue ticket” system was in use, allowing free parking at the Henhayes car park for up to 10 minutes.  However, difficulties had been encountered because this car park was often full.  Agreement had therefore been reached with SSDC and Waitrose, to extend the use of the blue ticket system to include the Waitrose underground car park.
The Chairman also reported that there had been a recent incident of unauthorised parking of vehicles on the grass directly outside the entrance to the GRC.  The grounds staff had been instructed to concrete the wooden posts adjacent to the GRC into the ground to avoid a reoccurrence of this issue.
· Charity car wash: The Clerk reported that SSDC had received a request from Devon & Somerset Fire Service, to hold a charity car wash at the Henhayes car park on Saturday 25 March, between 10.00 a.m. and 12.30 p.m., which would occupy a portion of the car park.  Councillors gave their support to this event.
· GRC signage: The Clerk reported that a request had been received from CSYAL for more prominent signage for the GRC.  Councillors supported this request in principle.
