Council regarding the crossroads at Maiden Beech.  She had requested a joint meeting between Somerset County Council Highways, Crewkerne Town Council and West Crewkerne Parish Council to explore ways in which this junction area could be improved.  


Cllrs. Best, Hodgson and Wakeman agreed to be involved.


The Deputy Clerk would co-ordinate a meeting.


The Deputy Clerk also reported:
· Crewkerne Chamber of Commerce had notified the Council that progress was being made towards the reinstatement of the Post Office in the centre of the town.
· SSDC confirmed that the town gully clearance rounds were 1 in 4 years.  Market Street had been 
identified as a ‘hot spot’ and received a run through once per year.  There were no dates

organised at present.  Cllr. Sturtivant asked for the protocol if cars were blocking the

gully clearing.  The Deputy Clerk would investigate.
· County Council had confirmed that a permanent post for the Speed Indicator Device

within the 20mph zone at Mount Pleasant could be installed within the next budget.

Councillors agreed this would be required.
