A member of the public referred to item 8 - Barn Street recreation ground and asked the Council to consider using some of the easement revenue to reinstate and build a rough stone wall on the edge of Town Hill Road along the bank as the area was messy and overgrown.  He added that if the wall was built, it would be advantageous if it could it be sited back slightly as the road was narrow and difficult for cars to be parked.  He then advised there was a broken gate post at Barn Street recreation ground which needed replacing to enable the gate to close.
