SERGEANT ROB JAMESON

Sgt. Jameson referred to the PACT (Partners and Communities Together) process. He suggested a 3-6 monthly meeting to discuss and agree one area of priority at a time, so the Police would then be able to give particular focus to this priority. 

Cllr. Mrs Singleton suggested it would be more suitable for the priorities to be discussed in the first instance by the Community Safety Group, who met on a quarterly basis, which would then allow priorities to be agreed and recommendations passed to the Council for endorsement.

To authorise the repair to the CCTV system
It was reported that CCTV camera 4, located at Waitrose car park, had not been functioning for some time as the coaxial cable connecting the camera to the system at the Town Hall had been damaged at some point in the past.  CDS Integrated Security Systems, who provide support to the CCTV system, had proposed the installation of a wireless connection for the camera and had provided a quotation, although this was subject to a site survey.
Cllr. Mrs Singleton advised the car park was managed by SSDC and owned by Waitrose, she suggested a request should be made to them for a contribution towards the costs.  

After discussion, it was AGREED to authorise CDS Integrated Security Systems to proceed with a site survey and the supply, installation and commissioning of a wireless link at a cost of £3,140 + VAT.  The Clerk was asked to approach SSDC and Waitrose for a contribution towards costs.  

It was also agreed that, as the costs involved exceed the available budget of £2,000 (which was in any case required for CCTV maintenance), funds would be drawn from General Reserves.

Skatepark Project: Cllr. Mrs Singleton referred to the Skatepark project at Happy Valley and reported there had been presentations at two Crewkerne schools, along with the approved contactor, Maverick.  Maverick had now refined the design, which had been a large amount of work and all the information required for submission of a planning application was now in place.  Cllr. Mrs Singleton then advised that Maverick had part-completed the necessary planning application and she asked for completion of the application to be delegated to the Town Clerk.  This request was supported by Councillors.  Cllr. Mrs Singleton emphasised that, with the planning application submitted, this would then enable applications for grants to be processed and planning permission to be granted in time for works to proceed in the summer season. 
Youth Club: Cllr. Mrs Jackson referred to the Friday youth club sessions held at the George Reynolds Centre.  She reported the Fun Time Friday session did not take place last Friday due to the bad behaviour of an individual.  This individual had been previously banned but still continued to attend the weekly sessions and this in turn had affected the attendance of the regular users.  Safety was paramount at the club and the Directors and volunteers had agreed that it would not re-open on a Friday until the situation had been dealt with.  There had been intervention to assess the needs of the individual, however it was now felt that a letter should be sent to the Police requesting a Criminal Behaviour Order, to prevent the individual coming into Crewkerne.
The Chairman agreed to draft a letter, along with the Clerk, to send to the Police.
