Concern was expressed that the CLR junction would exacerbate an already difficult parking situation in this area, as well as further increasing traffic over the Crewkerne railway bridge.

Concerns were also expressed that CLR could impact the local environment, in particular the risk of flooding, with recent flooding in South Street and adjacent fields highlighting these concerns.  The Town Council was thanked for its response to the CLR application and the recommendation for refusal.  Cllr. Best reported that South Somerset District Council were due to review the CLR development on 17 February 2016.

The applicant had subsequently suggested apricot as an alternative colour.  Councillors had

no objection to this colour choice.

INSTALLATION OF A SID SECURITY POST IN STATION ROAD

The Deputy Clerk reported that due to a change in Somerset County Council policy, speed indicator devices (SIDs) can no longer be installed on street light columns.  Therefore the installation in Station Road and the installation on the A30 at Mount Pleasant had been cancelled.  Somerset County Council had proposed installation of a dedicated post in Station Road adjacent to a stretch of the road where the camera can be used to monitor traffic in both directions and requested Councillors comments.  Councillors agreed that mid-way along the stretch suggested was a sensible location for the post.


Cllr. Mrs Stuart asked if a similar provision could be expected at Mount Pleasant.  The Deputy Clerk will investigate.
