· Bus Timetable:  Crewkerne Local Information Centre advised that the bus timetables were changing.  From 13 June South West Coaches would run the service 96 and 96a between Yeovil and Chard. A separate ticket would be required for onward travel to Taunton as cross company agreements were not in place.  It would move to a 1½ hour service.
· South West Rail Franchise:  The Deputy Clerk had received communication from Stagecoach Rail.  They were a shortlisted bidder for the South West Rail franchise and would like to engage with stakeholders prior to submitting their bid.  The invitation to tender would be published in May.  The Deputy Clerk was actioned to arrange a meeting between Stagecoach Rail and the Town Council.

· Parking:  The Deputy Clerk had received written communication from residents regarding parking near St Bartholomew’s School.  Cars parked both sides of the road at the beginning and end of the school day leaving very little room for through traffic.
In conjunction with Cllr. Best, a request had been put to Highways for double yellow lines on one side of the road.

· Bus stops:  Crewkerne Business Chamber had contacted Crewkerne Town Council to ask for clarification on the Council’s position with respect to the possible relocation of bus stops.  The Deputy Clerk was asked to respond to the effect that consideration of any potential relocation of the bus stops was on hold, whilst ABCD continued their surveys.
