STREETSPACE

Cllr. Mrs Jackson to report on the status of the Streetspace project, to allow Council to consider whether funding should be continued
Cllr. Mrs Jackson reported that the Streetspace project, which began in January 2015, had started slowly but with more young people being engaged during the spring.  However, since then, numbers had dropped off due mainly to the positive engagement with the young people, but also to the fact that the Ms Hallett, the main Streetspace worker, had taken up the chaplaincy position at Wadham School and therefore had closer links with the young people directly.
In view of this, it was AGREED that the Council should not renew the funding when the current funding term expires at the end of the year, although a watching brief would be kept on the situation, with a view to potentially re-engaging Streetspace at a future date, if appropriate.
The Clerk was asked to send a letter of thanks to Streetspace on behalf of the Council.

CAR PARKING AT HENHAYES FOR SATURDAY CRICKET MATCHES

To consider the request from the Cricket Club for dedicated parking spaces
Councillors considered that the free parking at the Henhayes car park on Saturday afternoons was a facility which extended to all of the residents of Crewkerne, and that this was on a first come basis.  Councillors were also concerned that the suggestion from the cricket club, of allowing cars to park on the field could set a precedent and risk damage to the field.

It was therefore AGREED that the request from the Cricket Club for either dedicated parking spaces or the freedom to park on the field, could not be supported.
