With the recent bad weather in mind, Councillors debated whether there was a need for more grit bins in the town.  Councillors asked the Deputy Clerk to investigate the cost of grit bins.  A map of salt/grit bins had been requested from County Highways for Crewkerne and Councillors requested that a list of prospective locations be drawn up by the Deputy Clerk and brought back to a future Planning and Highways Committee meeting.

TO CONSIDER PARKING ISSUES IN WEST STREET AND MIDDLE PATH

Following requests from residents, Cllr. Best and a highways engineer had reviewed parking on Middle Path, visibility at the junction of Tower Hill Road and an extra parking space on West Street.  Cllr. Best outlined the proposals to introduce a single yellow line opposite the junction of Tower Hill Road and Middle Path and to remove a bollard near the junction of Court Barton and West Street to allow the addition of one extra parking space.

Councillors were concerned that the addition of a single yellow line opposite the junction of Tower Hill Road would remove two valuable parking spaces on Middle Path.  There was agreement that it may increase the speed of vehicles on Middle Path, as vehicles raced to the refuge and that there was little value added should this scheme go ahead.

Councillors debated the removal of a bollard on West Street.  Councillors were concerned that safety of the junction would be compromised due to reduced visibility and, given that there was a car park opposite, there was no requirement for the extra space.
