The Deputy Clerk reported that the planned closure and refurbishment of Kithill Post Office had been postponed.  New dates had not been given by the Post Office.
Following the December’s Planning & Highways meeting, the Deputy Clerk had spoken to County Highways about the issues that the Councillors raised and Highways had responded as follows:
· Drains in Church Street.  The Crewkerne annual gully round was complete, but only included the A30 from Roundham to West Street and A356 South Street through to Misterton.  Gouldsbrook Terrace, Church Street and Market Street had been added to their reactive program which would be carried out in the New Year.  The Deputy Clerk was asked by Councillors to contact Highways and request that these roads are added to the annual gully round as they are main thoroughfares.  

· Loose drain cover adjacent to the Town Hall wall.  Highways had confirmed that they would not be taking any action to repair the drain cover and also questioned the liability for this cover.  In view of this and given that Councillors viewed the loose cover as hazardous, the Deputy Clerk was instructed to arrange for the cover to be repaired.
