The Deputy Clerk reported the following:
· Planning application 17/00138/FUL for the erection of 1 attached dwelling house and erection of extension to the front of the existing property at 73A Southmead Crescent, Crewkerne will be considered at the South Somerset District Council Area West Committee meeting on Wednesday 19 April at 6.45pm at the Henhayes Centre.  It was requested that the Chairman or Deputy Chairman of this committee attend.  
· Outline planning permission from South Somerset District Council had been granted to Taylor Wimpey for the southern phase of the key site in Crewkerne.
· South Somerset District Council had served an enforcement notice against a breach of planning control for land off Longstrings Lane.  Planning application 17/00762/PAMB, which was to change the use of 2 agricultural buildings into 2 dwellings had been refused by SSDC.  There was now a mobile motor home and other items on the site.
· Stagecoach were unsuccessful in their bid for the South Western rail franchise.  The First Group Consortium would take over in August.  

· South Somerset District Council had advised that weed killing in Crewkerne would take place in May.
· Somerset County Council Highways had advised that Hewish Gates, West Crewkerne would be closed on 27 April for 1 evening from 23:30 – 06:00 for maintenance.
