COUNTY COUNCIL ON THE PROPOSED WORKS ON LYME ROAD JUNCTION

IMPROVEMENT SCHEME


Cllr. Pailthorpe had attended a site meeting at Blacknells Lane with two directors from Singleton Engineering to discuss parking issues in the road.  It was reported that cars often parked on both sides of Blacknells Lane which caused problems for HGVs turning in and leaving the Singletons site.  Photographs illustrating the issue of the parked vehicles were circulated to the Councillors.

Cllr. Pailthorpe had also received communication from the owner of a property adjacent to Blacknells Lane who had complained that vehicles were constantly parked on the pavement beside his property.


Cllr. Best noted that a Small Improvement Scheme had been initiated by former County Councillor John Dyke, which he had now taken over in his capacity as a County Councillor.


The Deputy Clerk was asked to forward the report and photographs to the project team.
