The Deputy Clerk reported that:

· Cathole Bridge Road would be closed for 5 days, from the junction of Curriott Hill, Southwards, for 60 metres from 11 October 2018.  

· County Highways had cleared the drains at the bottom of North Street and had cut back overhanging brambles along the narrow path on the A30 towards Ashlands Road. 

· The “squeeze” gate at the top of footpath CH3343 which runs from the industrial estate to East Street is scheduled to be removed to enable disabled use of the footpath.
· Dorset and Somerset Air Ambulance had confirmed that the Henhayes recreation ground was one of their approved night landing sites.

CONSULTATION ON POTENTIAL LEISURE PLANNING OBLIGATIONS
18/19 
The Deputy Clerk outlined that the South Somerset District Council Strategic Planning Team were required to undertake assessments in respect of leisure obligations in order to seek developer contributions to mitigate against the impact of any development.  Although the planning application 18/1737/OUT had not yet come before council, the Strategic Planning Team were required to undertake an assessment in advance of any decision being taken on the application.

Equipped Play Areas and Youth Facilities

After discussion, Councillors AGREED that, as Happy Valley was close to the potential development, any available money should be directed there to improve the area.

Playing Pitches
There was concern that the SSDC proposal specified providing funding to Wadham, as the school had not been able to offer community access to their facilities easily in the past.  There was a suggestion that there should be caveats allowing community access attached to any funding given to Wadham.  It was also suggested that Maiden Beech should be explored as an option.  After further discussion Councillors AGREED that neither school should be specified but both should be explored as options for enhanced playing pitches.

TO CONSIDER THE INSTALLATION OF GRIT BINS IN KEY LOCATIONS

IN CREWKERNE

The Deputy Clerk reported that Somerset County Council were cutting services due to their financial situation.  They had confirmed that the number of roads in Somerset that were gritted would be reduced and that the offer to Town and Parish Councils of free bags of grit would be withdrawn.  It was unclear, at this time, if County Council would continue to fill grit bins.  The Deputy Clerk was asked to seek clarification from County Council and report to a future Planning and Highways meeting.  On this basis this agenda item was deferred.
Councillors thanked Mr R. Heyd-Smith for his research for the locations of grit bins around the town.
