IMPROVE TRAFFIC FLOW IN CREWKERNE


Councillors asked the Deputy Clerk to convey their thanks to Merriott Parish Council for their comments.  Cllr. Bradly reported that a traffic survey had been carried out in Misterton, which showed a 40% increase in traffic flow in comparison with 10 years ago.  Cllr. Mrs Jackson suggested that it would be worthwhile running a similar survey in Crewkerne.
Cllr. Mrs Singleton made the point that it was important to maintain an overall perspective on traffic through Crewkerne, as there were large portions of the day when traffic through the town was light.
Cllr. Mrs Singleton also suggested that it would be useful to look at the experience of towns where commercial vehicle deliveries were restricted to certain times of the day.  The Deputy Clerk was asked to follow up this suggestion.
