A member of the public spoke about a number of issues around Crewkerne:

· Cars parked on Lang Road which obstruct the junction onto Lyme Road.
· The number of parked cars on South Street around the Cropmead Estate entrance which block the view at the junction.
· Cars parked on Furland Road, blocking the view onto South Street.

· The poor road surface on Furland Road.  The potholes had been reported to Highways.

· The trees on Severalls Park Avenue were now very tall and required pollarding.

· Barn Street continued to be closed for gas main repair works.  The works were scheduled for completion by 1 September 2017.

A second member of the public spoke to confirm that the gulley clearing truck had been seen on East Street working on the blocked drains.  Following a rainstorm, it was noticed that the drains outside Wyvern Court were still blocked.  It was suggested that Highways use CCTV to check the drains.
The same member of the public commented that the police report referred to in item 8,the possible relocation of the bus stops in Crewkerne, was similar to the report given to ABCD in 2014 and that it had been agreed by ABCD that it would be possible to work with the police to mitigate their concerns.

The Deputy Clerk reported that:
· Highways had confirmed that the Gully sucker had been on the main roads in Crewkerne.  It was planned to jet/CCTV the blocked gullies from the Church Street junction with Market Street down to Bilbys Café.  

· The Speed Indicator Device had not been installed on the A30 Mount Pleasant in the 20mph zone as a suitable post was required at this location.

· There would be a temporary road closure on Cathole Bridge Road by the level crossing on 9 October for one night.

· Communication had been received from a resident living on East Street regarding the speed of the traffic on the A30 coming into the town.  It was asked if the 20mph zone could be extended into the town centre

· Cllr. Best had been in contact with the new Highways Officer at County and had confirmed that a comprehensive refurbishment package had been ordered.  Highways had confirmed that all requests for yellow lines would be put on the next amendment order.
Cllr. Mrs Singleton reminded Councillors that there had been a request in the past for the town to become a 20mph zone.  It was requested that this was brought back as an agenda item for the next Planning and Highways Committee meeting and the Deputy Clerk was asked to follow this up.
