A member of the public spoke regarding planning application 16/03209/OUT.  It was pointed out that this particular planning application was very similar to the planning application 15/04770/FUL for 44 houses at the North Street Trading Estate site.  16/03209/OUT was recommended for refusal by Highways on the grounds that the width of the access road was such that it would not be possible for two vehicles to pass in the lane, therefore vehicles would have to wait on the carriageway.  Highways also objected to the application as the proposed development was likely to create conflict between vehicles and pedestrians.  It was pointed out that Highways have recommended that the access road to the North Street development (15/04770/FUL) was safe although pedestrians and vehicles would share the access on a narrow lane and it was therefore felt that the Highways responses were inconsistent.  

15/04770/FUL would go to the Area West meeting in January and Councillors were asked to consider requesting a representative of Highways to go to the meeting in order that their inconsistent approach be questioned.

Cllr. Pailthorpe had met recently with a resident from Beechwood Drive who was concerned about the high degree of inconsiderate parking around the footpath entrance to Bincombe Beeches.  It was suggested that the Town Council should install signs requesting that pedestrian access was not blocked.  It was agreed that this item should be added to the agenda for the next Planning and Highways meeting in January 2017.

Cllr. Mrs Stuart expressed her concern about a collapsed drain cover beside the Town Hall.  The Clerk advised that the drain covers were the responsibility of Highways and both the Operations Manager and Mr Vose of the South Somerset District Council Community Office had alerted Highways of the issue.  Highways had inspected the drain cover and had decided that no action would be taken.  Councillors considered that from a safety perspective a bollard should be placed over the drain cover and a letter should be written to Highways expressing Councils’ concern about the decision, and the Deputy Clerk was actioned accordingly.
Cllr. Ms Dawson reported that the gulley in West Street was still blocked.  The Deputy Clerk would chase South Somerset District Council.

Cllr. Mrs Head noted that the drains in Church Street had not been cleared.  This was reported to South Somerset District Council three months ago.  The Deputy Clerk would follow up.

Cllr. Sturtivant pointed out the welcome news that County Council were now replacing sodium street lights with LED lights, which were more economical and environmentally friendly.
