TO CONSIDER A RESIDENT’S PARKING SCHEME IN AREAS OF CREWKERNE

FOLLOWING REQUESTS FROM RESIDENTS


Councillors were concerned that there was limited parking in Crewkerne at present and that although all homes within the area of a scheme would be eligible to apply for a parking permit, a parking space would not be guaranteed. Any scheme could exacerbate parking problems by pushing parking to other areas of the town.  It was agreed that enforcement of the scheme would be key.
As Somerset Parking Services would only consider schemes that had support from an appropriate representative number of local residents, Councillors agreed that the people of the town should be made aware of the requests for parking schemes and have their views recorded.  This should be done via a display board at the Annual Meeting of Electors, the newsletter and the noticeboard in Falkland Square.

TO RECEIVE ANY OTHER MATTERS OF REPORT

Cllr. Best unveiled the new speed limits for the A30 from Coombe Farm, through Roundham and into Crewkerne.  This was as a result of a Small Improvement Scheme.  The scheme would go to local consultation and then should be adopted.
Cllr. Bradly commented on the waterlogged recreation ground at Henhayes and requested that Council should be aware of the drainage issues particularly once the work begins on the Millers Garage site.
