TO RECEIVE THE DEPUTY CLERK’S UPDATE REPORT

The Deputy Clerk reported the following:
· A road closure notice had been received from Somerset County Council notifying the closure of the A356 from the A303 to Furrindons Cross in Merriott for 19 days for resurfacing works.  Although the road closure would not impact on roads through Crewkerne, it was considered that it would cause disruption for the traffic in town.

· Following an email from a resident highlighting concerns about the lack of gritting on Ashlands Road following an accident, the Deputy Clerk had been in contact with Somerset County Highways.  Highways confirmed that Ashlands Road is currently an F2 route and would not be gritted unless there were 3 days of continuous sub-zero temperatures.  Highways also confirmed that school buses should not use this route but should travel down North Street and turn left up East Street to reach the school as this route is gritted. 
Councillors noted that Ashlands Road was built to be a main thoroughfare and that not only school buses used the route, but the village bus service and milk tankers used it also.  The Deputy Clerk was asked to lobby Somerset County Highways to upgrade Ashlands Road to an F1 route, to ensure that it would be gritted daily when temperatures fall below zero.
· Correspondence had been received from a member of the public regarding South Somerset District Council’s charge of £1000 per year to SW Ambulance Service to enable an ambulance to be parked outside the West One Doctor’s surgery.  The League of Friends of Crewkerne Hospital had agreed to pay these costs.  Councillors noted that 2 disabled parking bays were now unavailable due to the ambulance bay and that the charge should be a commercial decision between the service provider (SW Ambulance Service) and the owner of the car park (SSDC).  Councillors requested that a letter of support for the ambulance in Crewkerne be sent to South Somerset District Council with a request that they re-examine the charging arrangement.
· Correspondence had been received from a Crewkerne resident regarding the double yellow lines that had recently been installed outside St Bartholomew’s school. He considered there were safety concerns with the lines having been painted on the school side of the road.  He advised that his concerns had been brought to the attention of Somerset County Highways who would investigate.   Councillors noted that since the double yellow lines had been installed there had been a definite improvement in the flow of traffic during school drop off and pick up times.
