A member of the public raised concerns about an area of land which had been identified as possible development land in South Somerset District Council’s (SSDC) Housing and Economic Land Availability Assessment Report 2017 (HELAA).  The land was behind Millers Garage and overlooked Henhayes Recreation Ground.  
The resident expressed concern that development of housing on this site would go against the principle of retaining a "green finger" of land between the town and the CLR site.  He also expressed concerns that the site contained protected species of wildlife and suffered from drainage problems.  Councillors noted that there was a very clear caveat in the HELAA document in that the identification of a site did not imply that it would be granted planning permission if an application were to be submitted.

The Deputy Clerk reported the following:
· Ambulance Parking, West Street Car Park: Following the last Planning and Highways Meeting, Councillors requested that a letter was sent to SSDC regarding the £1000 levied by SSDC to the South West Ambulance Service.  A response had been received from SSDC which stated that “The Council’s Financial Procedure rules and constitution state that it must achieve best value for its assets. The charge was in line with that charged to the doctors for their dedicated space and was discussed and agreed on advice from the District Valuer’s office. Any income the Council is able to make goes towards other projects and keeping Council Tax payments down”.
· Gritting of Ashlands Road: Somerset County Highways had confirmed that they would submit Ashlands Road for consideration for addition to the F1 gritting routes in their review of winter maintenance.

· The Maiden Beech cross roads: would be closed in both directions from 22 March for 2 days for resurfacing works.

DURING WEDNESDAY MARKET

Councillors noted that the original decision to close the road to traffic was driven by the bus companies and the desire to avoid confusion around the location of bus stops on Market day.  Given the concerns raised by local market traders and businesses, together with the fact that the forecourt at the front of the Town Hall had capacity to accommodate a significant growth in the size of the market, Councillors were minded to leave Market Square open on market days.  Before ratifying this decision, the Deputy Clerk was asked to communicate to the bus companies the Council’s intention to leave the road open in future and to remove the temporary bus stop sign on Church Street.

TO CONSIDER PARKING ISSUES AND OBSTRUCTIONS ALONG EAST STREET

Councillors noted the letter received from a resident, which highlighted three main issues: 
· Parking on pavements and on yellow lines on East Street.
· A transit van frequently parked outside Millers Garage, an area of land which belonged to SSDC.  The vehicle encroached onto the pavement.

· Broken yellow lines along East Street made enforcement difficult.

Cllr. Best advised that, some considerable time ago, agreement had been reached with Highways to the placing of a yellow ‘no parking’ box on East Street at this location, but unfortunately this had never been actioned by Highways.  Cllr. Best was due to meet shortly with a Highways representative and he would add this item to the list of issues for discussion.
The Deputy Clerk was requested to alert Somerset County Highways to the broken yellow lines on East Street and to advise SSDC of the parking issue.
