The Deputy Clerk reported that:
· A letter had been received from Merriott Parish Council regarding traffic management and flow through Crewkerne town centre and the impact this had on Merriott.  The Deputy Clerk would write a letter in response.
· County Highways had reviewed the routes for winter maintenance following a request from Councillors to upgrade Ashlands Road from an F2 route to F1 for gritting purposes.  They confirmed that Ashlands Road was to remain as an F2 route for post bad weather treatment.
· Correspondence had been received from First Group Bus Company following a letter from Councillors requesting that the times of busses from Crewkerne to Bridport be reviewed to allow a longer stay in Bridport.  A new bus timetable had been published which allowed return journeys from Bridport to Crewkerne at several times during the day.
· Following a lengthy consultation and report, correspondence had been received from Somerset County Council advising that footpaths CH33/16 and CH33/17 (Middle Hill Lane) would not be upgraded to restricted byways.
· Curriott Hill Road would be closed on 20 November for 5 days to allow Wessex Water to carry out works.

Road orders were in place for:

· Double yellow lines at the entrance of Thomson Drive.

· Yellow lines on the right side of Kitt Hill.

· Parking would be restricted to 2 bays by the roundabout outside the Town Hall.

· Vertical yellow lines outside St Margaret’s Hospice shop and a loading bay marked.

· Re-lining around the crossing near the dentist on North Street.

· A Small Improvement Scheme had been requested to review the junction of South Street and Market Street.

· Extension of the 30 mph zone over the Maiden Beech cross roads.  
Cllr. Best also reported that County Highways were continuing to investigate the reason for the flooding outside Milly’s Antiques and were considering altering the camber of the road as a possible solution.

Cllr. Best also shared the sad news that Ian Clarke, Director of Support Services and Solicitor to South Somerset District Council passed away in the early hours of Saturday morning, 11th November.
