Cllr. Miss Pritchard informed the meeting that there was a concern that the footpath through the solar farm in Merriott may not have been reinstated following the work to install the solar panels.  The Deputy Clerk was asked to follow this up.
Cllr. Miss Pritchard also commented that the pavement which was to be constructed outside the Shirt Factory, Abbey Street, had not been installed, which meant that there was no compliant disabled access for the building.  This was causing concern for a disabled person living in the Shirt Factory.

Several Councillors commented on the advertising campaign used by Dominos Pizza at the start of the bank holiday weekend.  They had strapped banners to traffic islands and people wearing sandwich boards and costumes were seen around the town.  Although Councillors did not want to stop the advertising of a local business, the Deputy Clerk was requested to contact Dominos and ask them to be courteous with their advertising and refrain from using the street furniture for banners.
