Three representatives from Men’s Shed spoke separately about Crewkerne Men’s Shed and the need for a permanent place in which to meet and work from the end of February.  All three emphasised the good work that Men’s Shed do for isolated men, especially older members of the community and that membership was growing.
The Chairman of Men’s Shed confirmed that the project was an outstanding success in the four months that it had been running and that the Crewkerne Woodcarving Club had joined Men’s Shed due to losing their place to meet.  He requested help from the Town Council in finding new premises and asked that Town Council consider letting Men’s Shed use the West Street building that Council currently use to house grounds maintenance equipment.

Cllr. Best reported that he had forwarded a letter of complaint to the Chief Executive of Somerset County Council regarding the poor state of the drains in Crewkerne and the problems some businesses have had with flooding.  As a result, Cllr. Best confirmed that the main roads through Crewkerne had been moved to an annual cycle of drain clearance rather than a 4 year cycle.  Cllr. Best was asked to confirm which month in the coming year the drains would be cleared. 
Cllr. Mrs Head reported that she had been approached by 2 members of the public regarding the scaffolding that had been erected since the recent fire alongside the massage parlour and the old Footprintz building.  The pavement had been closed off due to the scaffolding, which had created a hazardous route for pedestrians that wished to cross Church Street.  Cllr. Best agreed to speak with Somerset County Highways regarding the problem and would ask for lights and/or a marked route for pedestrians around the scaffolding.
