GENERAL DATA PROTECTION REGULATION (GDPR) - PART 1

To consider the new documentation required to ensure compliance with GDPR

The Chairman introduced the subject of GDPR by pointing out that the documentation which was the subject of this meeting, represented the key elements which were required to be in place in order for the Council to be compliant when GDPR became law on 25 May 2018.  He emphasised that some additional documentation still needed to be generated, such as the Privacy Notices for Council staff and for job applicants.  These would be brought to subsequent P&R Committee meetings for review.

a) Data inventory

After discussion, it was AGREED to approve the draft data inventory.
b) Privacy notice

After discussion, it was AGREED to approve the draft Town Council Privacy Notice, which the Clerk would now arrange to be added to the Council’s website.

a) Data Protection policy

b) Records Management policy

c) IT and Information Security policy

Cllr. Miss Pritchard suggested that the Data Protection policy should reflect the fact that it was good practice to “bcc” when sending emails to multiple addressees.  Councillors concurred with this and, after further discussion, it was AGREED to approve the draft update to the IT and Information Security policy, subject to minor change noted above.

d) Media policy

After discussion, it was AGREED to approve the draft update to the Media policy.

TO RECEIVE ANY MATTERS OF REPORT

Cllr. Mrs Singleton raised the following items:
· Digital High Street: SSDC’s Market Town Investment Group was rolling out an initiative known as “Digital High Street”, which would include a package of offers to incentivise and encourage town centre-based small and medium sized businesses to improve their digital presence.  These included two levels of grant funding being made available and the offer of free digital training, for which SSDC would require the support of the Town Council in the provision of a suitable venue.

Councillors agreed that this subject should be properly debated.  The Clerk was therefore asked to add this as an item for the next Full Council meeting.
· Muslim burials: Cllr. Mrs Singleton pointed out that there was currently no facility within the local area which could accommodate Muslim burials.  She suggested that the Joint Burial Committee might wish to investigate the provision of this facility at Crewkerne’s cemetery.  Councillors concurred with this and asked the Clerk to ensure that this was picked up as an item for the Burial Committee.
