Councillors considered the choice of seats proposed for use in front of the Town Hall.  It was agreed that the “Ashbourne” seat was the preferred choice.  Cllr. Bradly recommended that consideration be given to the use of second hand seats, two good examples of which he had seen for sale locally.  It was therefore AGREED that the Operations Manager should investigate whether second hand seats of a suitable quality and standard were available to purchase locally.  If this was not the case, then the purchase of two “Ashborne” seats was approved, at a cost of £464 (+ VAT) each.
