AQUA CENTRE ROOF CONDENDATION ISSUES

To consider the proposed fitting of a new vapour barrier to the ceiling area above the main



entrance, with the aim of ameliorating the condensation issues

The Clerk highlighted to Councillors that the quotation obtained for the fitting of a vapour barrier to the underside of the Aqua Centre roof, applied only to the area above the main entrance.  It was as yet unclear whether a similar solution was appropriate for the area above the kitchen or for the roof area above the changing rooms and what the costs would be for these additional areas.
Given this uncertainty, together with the fact that very significant costs were involved, it was agreed that no decision would be made regarding remedial works to the Aqua Centre roof, 
pending further investigation to establish the proposed solutions to be applied to the roof areas above the kitchen and above the changing room area, with associated quotations obtained from more than one contractor.
