GROUND FLOOR OF THE TOWN HALL

To consider options for utilisation of the ground floor of the Town Hall from January 2019

Councillors discussed possible options for use of the ground floor of the Town Hall in the light of SSDC’s revised requirement for office space as part of their “Transformation” programme.  It was agreed that further discussion was required over the coming months, as more detail became available.

YOUTH SERVICE

To consider the future provision of the Youth Service beyond the current contractual end date

It was noted that the current contract with Active Learning & Skills (ALS) for provision of a Youth Service was due to expire at the end of October.  After discussion, it was AGREED that the current contract with ALS would be extended by 18 months, under the same terms as previously specified in the Service Level Agreement, with the exception that the youth activities were now scheduled over two days rather than three.
