Parking for Henhayes Centre users: a trustee of the Henhayes Centre explained that, on Mondays and Tuesdays in particular, there was often a problem of cars being able to park next to the Henhayes Centre to drop off clients.  He requested that users of the centre be allowed to use the Aqua Centre bus bay for short periods.  The Chairman acknowledged this request and noted that this was an agenda item for the meeting.

Man Shed: a trustee of the Henhayes Centre explained that the centre was supporting a scheme to introduce a Man Shed into Crewkerne.  He emphasised that there had been considerable interest and enthusiasm for the scheme, but a key difficulty which had yet to be overcome, was to locate a suitable site and/or building.  A short term solution was being explored with use of a building in the town centre, although there was a potential issue of business rate costs associated with this solution.  Looking longer term, no suitable location had been identified.  The Council was therefore requested to allow a Man Shed to be located on the area of the Henhayes field adjacent to the car park and to the Millers Garage site.  The Chairman acknowledged this request and noted that this was an agenda item for the meeting

USE OF THE AQUA CENTRE BUS STOP ON HENHAYES CAR PARK

To consider a request from the Henhayes Centre to allow short term parking on the Aqua Centre bus stop on Henhayes car park
Councillors were supportive in principle of the request from the Henhayes Centre, although it was recognised that any short term parking arrangement would need to be enforceable.  It was agreed that Council staff should liaise with the parking warden, Aqua Centre, Henhayes Centre and South Somerset District Council (SSDC), to gather more information, for review at a future Council meeting.

USE OF HENHAYES TO LOCATE A “MAN SHED”

To consider a request from the Henhayes Centre to locate a “Man Shed” on Henhayes field adjacent to the car park
It was noted that, regarding a short term solution to the location of a Man Shed, a building in the centre of the town was potentially available for use, although the viability of this option hinged around the question of business rates.  The Deputy Clerk advised that SSDC were lending their support by investigating options to mitigate the costs associated with business rates.
Regarding a longer term location for a Man Shed and the request to locate a shed on the Henhayes field adjacent to the car park and to the Millers Garage site, Councillors were very supportive of the principle of a Man Shed, but expressed concerns that siting a shed on Henhayes could be problematic, both from the point of view of planning permission and bearing in mind the restrictive covenant on the land.  Councillors agreed that options to utilise other Town Council-owned land should be explored.  The Clerk was therefore asked to draw up a list of options and, once available, to arrange a meeting between Councillors, trustees of the Henhayes Centre and the project lead for the Man Shed, to examine these options in detail.
