TO BORROW THE “CREWKERNE” NAMEPLATE HANGING ON THE WALL IN THE CHAMBER

The Council considered the request from the Friends of Crewkerne Station to borrow the “Crewkerne” nameplate in support of their planned Open Day.  Whilst fully supportive of the planned Open Day event, Councillors agreed that, regrettably, they were unable to allow the loan of the nameplate, because the artefact would be very difficult to remove from the wall due to its weight and the method by which it had been fixed to the wall.

It was noted that there was a Council surgery planned on the same day as the Open Day event, which meant that Councillors could be available on the day to show members of the public the nameplate in situ in the Chamber.
The Clerk was asked to convey the above response to the Friends of Crewkerne Station.

Cllr. Bradly pointed out that the nameplate was an artefact whose value was potentially not properly reflected in the Council’s Asset Register.  The Clerk was asked to review the value of this item in the Asset Register.
