Three members of the public spoke with regards to item 7 - Planning application 15/04770/FUL (North Street Trading Estate).
· A member of the public expressed the following opinions:
· The amended plan related to a previously approved scheme, but the previous approval had since lapsed.
· The re-introduction of the path did not make the road safe.  Vehicular access remained too narrow and with poor visibility.

· The proposed zigzag path would be inconvenient for many and so residents would resort to using the lane.

· The application underestimated the number of cars that would need to park on the development.
· Many concerns identified in the SSDC highways survey remained unaddressed.
· A second member of the public expressed the following opinions:
· The application identified a retaining wall adjoining his property and yet the developer had not sought agreement to this.
· The applicant’s traffic survey was generic and not specific to this development.
· A third member of the public expressed the following opinions:
· He reiterated the concern that the traffic analysis was not relevant to this application.
· The statement that SSDC refuse collection vehicles used the lane was false.

· The development would force parents dropping off children at Ashlands School to park on North Street which would be dangerous.

Cllr Best reported on the following item:

· Planning Application 17/00138/FUL: At an Area West Committee meeting, a planning application for 73A Southmead Crescent, which had been recommended for refusal by the Planning Officer, was unanimously approved by the Committee.
Cllr. Mrs Singleton reported on two items:

· Universal Credit: This scheme had now been rolled out and would put added pressure on the District Council to provide more help and advice, especially to those that were threatened with homelessness.  There would be a presentation for Councillors on

22 May, providing more information on the scheme.
· Gully Cleaning: The District Council had ownership of a gully cleaning machine which was available to hire at an approximate cost of £12 per gully, dependant on the amount of work involved.  She had chased County Highways to clear the gullies in the town centre that had been overlooked, some of which were now urgent, but to date these gullies had not been cleared.  It was agreed to add this as an agenda item at the next Planning & Highways Committee meeting for further discussion.
