Cty. Cllr. Dyke reported on a recent analysis of the population of Somerset which indicated an aging population.  Over the next 18 years the majority would be over 55 years due to people living longer and the west country being a popular retirement area.  This would create a real challenge as to how to minimise the impact and how best to deal with it proactively.  He also suggested the Council might wish to receive a future presentation.

Cty. Cllr. Dyke advised on a recent meeting of the Somerset Waste Partnership which reported that recycling tonnage at Crewkerne Recycling Centre had stabilised and that there was no imminent threat of closure.  He also noted the introduction of ‘no food waste’ stickers to be placed on wheelie bins due to concerns with regards to the high amount of food waste being put in them.
Dst. Cllr. Barrett reported on a free initiative to provide tuition to support small businesses.  He also reported that the Crewkerne Area Business Chamber recently held a Technophobia event at the Henhayes Centre.  He said he was delighted to be welcomed to the board of Crewkerne and District Museum.  

Cllr. Mrs Singleton reported on a number of items:  Cllr. Ric Pallister had been re-elected as Leader of South Somerset District Council; at a recent meeting of the South Somerset District Council’s Area West Committee various matters were discussed in regard to the CLR site; a thank you from a resident for attractive flower beds around the town; a possible project to improve land at Langmead Square following the success of the War Memorial Ground project; a Knightstone project to prevent youth homelessness and a ‘Big Local’ project which Councillors might wish to consider.
